	The readings make clear that we have choices: between life and death, good and evil, right and wrong, and giving good example or leading others astray. Choices have consequences. Those responsible for Jesus’ death would not see that he did not abolish the law and the prophets. He asked people to live them more intensely. They had him crucified when his word and way became too great a threat. New ways of looking at things can threaten us. We saw that in the Synod on the Family in 2014 and 2015. The “more” is challenging. However, when we want to do all we can to live God’s ways, we will see the mystery of God present even when we fall, lifting us up to a newness of life that is prepared for those who love God.
	Instruct me, O Lord, in your ways. Free me to seek you, even when you ask more of me than I think I am able to give. Help me be an example that invites others to you rather than leads them away.
