My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Jesus sends his disciples into the world, praying that they will be one as he and the Father are one, protected from the evil one, and consecrated to truth. We are his disciples, so Jesus prays that we become one, protected from evil, and live his truth. Jesus prays for unity, not uniformity. Each disciple was unique. Their belonging to Jesus made them one. Each of us is unique. Our baptism into Christ’s body makes us one. Jesus prays for protection from the evil one. Temptation and suffering are part of life in the world. The disciples experienced fear, temptation, suffering, rejection, and persecution. So do we. Our “protection” comes from the fact that God is with us. We are not alone. Jesus prays for truth. To be true something must be in accordance with fact or reality. Faith is a fact that cannot be proven under a microscope. When we witness the difference faith in Jesus can make, our reality reveals God’s truth.
 	To live as one in the face of temptation and ridicule, and to speak God’s truth with our lives, we must journey with Jesus, like the apostles. Unlike Matthias, we did not walk the earth with him from his baptism through his death and resurrection. Yet he is really present when we live his command to love. To walk with Jesus through death to life requires time to pray. Prayer enables us to cast our lot with Jesus and love as he loved. On our own we are divided, give in to evil, and can take as true what is really false. When we remain in Jesus and invite him to remain in us, he unites us, protects us from evil, and consecrates us to himself, our way, out truth, and our life.
God, our creator, you did not leave us orphans. You sent your Son, Jesus Christ, that we might see your face and know your life-giving presence in our midst. Make us one. Protect us from evil. Consecrate us in truth today and every day of our lives.
