My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Again we hear Jesus tell his disciples to remain in his love by keeping his command to “love one another.” Since God shows no partiality, this love is inclusive of all .We see that confirmed when the Holy Spirit is seen in Peter’s Gentile hearers. Besides being all-inclusive, Jesus’ command is sacrificial. He laid down his life for his friends.
This sounds simple, but asks much of us.  It’s hard enough to love the people I like. It’s harder to love those I don’t like or who hurt me. But giving in to our understandable partialities can blind us to the surprising presence of God’s Holy Spirit where we least expect it. Peter invited his hearers to overcome their partialities:  “Can anyone withhold the water for baptizing these people, who have received the Holy Spirit even as we have?” It would have been hard to answer yes.
Pope Francis often calls us beyond our partialities and to soften our rigidity. Preaching on February 6, 2017, he said: “Instead of opening their heart to the gift, [the Pharisees]… sought refuge in the rigidity of the Commandments, which they had multiplied up to five hundred or more. They did not know how to receive the gift-and the gift is only received with freedom–and these rigid characters were afraid of the freedom that God gives us: they were afraid of love.” Loving like Jesus will free us to find the Spirit where we least expect. By living his command to love, we receive the gift of God’s unconditional love. We become more loving and less partial ourselves.
Holy God, you loved us into being and sent your Son into our midst, even after we rejected that love and turned away from you. May our contemplation of your love for us free us to live Jesus’ command to love one another, just as you love us.
