My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
       As the saying goes, we cannot change anyone else, we can only change ourselves. My religious community’s founder, blessed Louis Brisson, OSFS, says that our individual strength lies with each of us, called upon to make full use of what God has given us. By doing all we can to deepen and live our relationship with God, in Christ, through the Spirit, others are attracted to what we have and often change their lives accordingly. 
Jesus prays for his disciples, asking God to keep them rooted in what they’ve come to believe. He also seems to ask that they know God’s presence with them while they continue living in the world after he goes to the Father. Eternal life will be to “know you, the only true God, and the one whom you sent, Jesus Christ” (John 17:3). These tender words express a very deep bond. The gathering of the apostles, Mary, and the other women in the upper room expresses their bond and their prayer changed them a sprayer changes us.
