TWENTY-NINTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

        Have you ever received false praise and fallen for it, only to discover that someone ultimately wanted to prove you wrong or discredit you?

        We see this dynamic in today’s Gospel. Jesus’ questioners flatter him profusely, but he doesn’t allow himself to be set up. He responds quickly and truthfully, putting the ball back in their court. Everything belongs to God, so give God your all. The coin belongs to Caesar, so give the coin to Caesar. The God who remains Lord of all gave Jesus wisdom to see through the question.

        A non-Jew, the Persian King Cyrus, is God’s chosen leader, though he knew not the God of Israel. God gave him everything necessary to save the Chosen People, to make clear that there is no other God. The Thessalonians are also God’s chosen ones, given faith, love, and hope to find true peace. The words of Isaiah and Paul speak truth to invite trust and deepened faith. They are not a set-up.

        We, too, are God’s chosen ones, anointed with the Holy Spirit to give God glory and honor. Our words and witness have an impact. Are they trustworthy? Do they make clear that we belong to God? Be truthful and draw others to the Lord, beside whom there is no other God.

        God of all, you are great and highly to be praised. Fill me with your words that proclaim my faith in you. Give me actions that show my love for you. Make my life an act of worship that proclaims you as the God of all times, peoples, and places.
