My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

You likely are familiar with the phrases “A house divided against itself cannot stand” and “Divide and conquer.” Opponents often try to divide a united people by pitting them against each other. Jesus’ words are true: a kingdom divided against itself cannot stand…. 

 	The Evil One seeks to divide human minds and hearts. Something appears to be good that really isn’t, like the fruit of the tree in the garden. Someone gets into our heads, like the serpent got into Eve’s. Internally divided, we choose an apparent good over reality. When our house is divided, we can’t perceive the difference and resisting temptation becomes more difficult. We fall. But we have the same spirit about which the second reading speaks. That spirit unites us to God and to one another, and reunites our inner and outer worlds. Then we can perceive right from wrong, good from evil, and God’s will from self-will. Our medication? Prayer and reflection, which help us discover the will of God and unite us to Christ and one another. As St. Francis de Sales taught, don’t let the devil get a foothold within you. So take your medication to stay close to Jesus. We need his Spirit to experience the kindness, plenteous redemption, and freedom that keep anything from dividing and conquering us.

 You were untied with us O God, at baptism. You deepen that union every time we feed on your Word and the sacrament of Christ’s Body and Blood. Help us take our daily dose of prayer and reflection, so that evil does not have a chance to divide us from you or any of your creation.
