The Pope's Monthly Intentions for 2024 

July: For the pastoral care of the sick

SIXTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
[image: ]My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,                  
 The compassion of God sends a righteous shepherd to people who have been misled, exiled, and living in fear and trembling, to restore justice, that is, right relationship, among God, the people, and their leaders. The compassion of God is visible in the heart of Christ who invites tired apostles to a deserted place to rest awhile and who is so moved by the crowd that he begins to teach them. The compassion of God breaks down the dividing wall of enmity to reconcile humanity with God through the cross of Christ and tear down the wall that divides Gentile from Jewish Christians. Jesus is our shepherd, called “the Lord our justice.” He makes God’s compassionate love and mercy visible, gathering us into God’s fold, giving us access to God in the Spirit, and teaching us what we need to give flesh to God’s compassion today.

 Compassion comes from the Latin word cum (with) and passio (to suffer or feel). To have compassion is to suffer with and feel with another. To have compassion requires that we pay attention to our sisters and brothers and all creation. We need to see the vast crowd to which we belong, the human family, and allow our hearts to be moved by what we see. But compassion does not end there; we have to do something to respond to what we see and feel. Pope Francis calls us to live the compassion of God in both social and civil life, building bridges, not to walls, responding to evil with goodness, and to offense with forgiveness (audience, February 8, 2017). Rest in God. Feel with God. Live the compassion of God.
 
 Loving God, in Jesus you have removed the wall between you and us, and built a bridge through him instead. You ask us to reach out to our sisters and brothers as bridge-builders like you. Give us the grace to do unto others as you have done to us.
